DAY 1 LEH ARRIVAL + ACCLIMATISATION (2-3 KM'S)

Pickup from Leh Airport & transfer to hotel. Complete Rest. Evening visit to Leh market. Overnight in Leh
DAY 2 LEH LOCAL SIGHTSEEING - SHAM VALLEY TOUR (140 KM’S/ 4 HRS DRIVE)

Visit to Leh Palace, Shanti Stupa, Magnetic Hill, Indus Confluence, Alchi, Likir
DAY 3 LEH-NUBRA VALLEY VIA KHARUNG-LA (126 KM'S/ 4 HRS DRIVE)

Drive from Leh to Nubra Valley. Visit to Hunder Sand Dunes, Diskit Monastery.
DAY 4 NUBRA (HUNDER) - PANGONG VIA SHAYOK VALLEY (165 KM'S/ 6-7 HRS DRIVE)

Drive from Nubra Valley to Pangong Lake via Shayok Valley. Overnight in Pangong Lake.
DAY 5 PANONG-RETURN TO LEH. TRADITIONAL LUNCH IN STOK (145 KM'S/ 4 HRS 30 MINS)

Drive from Pangong to Leh. Optional visit to Thiksey followed by a traditional Lunch in Stok.

Morning departure for Leh airport.




DETAILED ITINERARY

DAY 1: LEH ARRIVAL + ACCLIMATISATOIN

Our representative will receive you in Leh airport. Transfer to hotel in Leh. Complete day rest for
acclimatisation. Ladakh is a high-altitude desert region in northern India, with an average altitude of
around 3,500 meters (11,500 feet) above sea level. To acclimatize to the high altitude in Ladakh, it's
important to take some precautions and gradually adjust to the new environment. Drink plenty of fluids
and take ample amount of rest. Evening visit to Leh market for a short visit. Overnight and dinner in
Leh.

DAY 2: LEH LOCAL SIGHTSEEING - SHAM VALLEY (VISIT TO INDUS CONFLUENCE, ALCHI, LIKIR,
SHANTI STUPA, LEH PALACE)

Begin your day with breakfast at your hotel in Leh, followed by a full day of sightseeing around the
region. Start with a visit to Leh Palace, the 17th-century former royal residence overlooking the old town,
where you can explore its historic corridors and enjoy sweeping views from the terraces. Continue
towards the Sham Valley, known for its culturally rich landscape. En route, you may take optional stops
at Gurudwara Pathar Sahib, a revered Sikh shrine, and Magnetic Hill, famous for its unique optical
illusion (these stops can be skipped based on your preference). Further ahead, visit the stunning Indus—



Zanskar Confluence, where the contrasting blue and green waters of the two rivers meet; you may also
opt for an adventurous rafting experience on the Zanskar River here at an additional cost. Proceed to
Alchi Monastery, renowned for its exquisite wall paintings and distinctive Kashmiri-influenced art style,
and enjoy lunch at the popular Alchi Kitchen, known for its regional flavours. After lunch, continue to
Likir Monastery, perched on a hilltop with panoramic valley views; you may also opt for a traditional
pottery-making experience in Likir village at an additional cost. Return to Leh by evening and visit
Shanti Stupa to witness a serene sunset over the town and surrounding mountains, before heading
back to the hotel for dinner and an overnight stay in Leh.

DAY 3: LEH TO NUBRA (126 KM’S/ 4 HOURS DRIVE)

Today you embark on a spectacular drive from Leh to the enchanting Nubra Valley via Khardung La,
among the highest motorable passes in the world at an altitude of 18,380 ft. The dramatic journey, with
its sweeping curves and snow-clad peaks, offers some of the most breathtaking mountain scenery in
Ladakh. Upon arrival in Nubra by afternoon, visit Diskit Monastery, the oldest and largest monastery of
the valley. Nearby stands the towering Maitreya Buddha statue, also known as Gyalwang Chamba,
blessing the region and offering magnificent views across the Shyok Valley. Thereafter, check in to your
hotel or resort and take some time to relax and freshen up. Later in the afternoon, proceed to Hunder
Sand Dunes, famous for their striking desert landscape set against the backdrop of high mountains.



Here you may enjoy an optional ride on the rare double-humped Bactrian camels or try an ATV
adventure across the dunes (both at additional cost). In the evening, you may also explore the small
artisanal market in Hunder, where local stalls, handicrafts, and occasional live music create a lively
atmosphere. Dinner and overnight stay in Nubra Valley.

DAY 4: NUBRA (HUNDER)-PANGONG VIA SHAYOK VALLEY

After an early breakfast, embark on a scenic drive towards the eastern border of Ladakh, crossing the
Shayok Valley. The drive to Pangong is an adventure in itself, offering stunning views of the rugged
mountains and the picturesque landscapes of Ladakh. Upon reaching Pangong by afternoon, you'll be
greeted by the world's highest saltwater lake, situated at a height of almost 4,350m. The crystal-clear blue
waters of the lake stand in stark contrast to the arid mountains surrounding it, making for a breathtaking
sight. Pangong Lake is one of the most famous lakes in Leh Ladakh, extending to almost 160 km, with
one-third of it lying in India and the other two-thirds in China. The lake derives its name from the Tibetan
word, “Pangong Tso", which means “high grassland lake”. You can spend the evening exploring the
peauty of the lake, enjoying a leisurely stroll along the banks. Since the region is situated at an altitude of
over 4000 metres above sea level with minimum artificial light, the entire Changthang is ideal for
stargazing (Subjected to clear weather conditions). Optional telescopic-guided stargazing experience
sessions can be pre-arrange at additional charges. Overnight and dinner in Pangong.

DAY 5: PANGONG - LEH VIA CHANGLA PASS + TRADITIONAL LADAKHI LUNCH EXPERIENCE IN STOK
Wake up early to witness the mesmerising sunrise at Pangong Lake, where the changing hues of the
water create a truly unforgettable sight. Post breakfast, begin your drive back towards Leh via Changla
Pass, enjoying the dramatic high-altitude landscapes along the way. En route, visit Thiksey Monastery,
the largest monastery in central Ladakh, renowned for its striking resemblance to the Potala Palace in
Lhasa, and continue to Shey Palace, the former royal residence offering beautiful views over the Indus
Valley. In the afternoon, visit Gyab Thago Heritage Home in Stok for an authentic Ladakhi culinary
experience. This over 200-year-old traditional house reflects the region’'s architectural and cultural
legacy; you will explore the heritage home before enjoying a pure vegetarian Ladakhi meal, often
beginning with the local brew, chang. Arrive in Leh by evening, where you can stroll through the local
market, explore cafés, and shop for souvenirs. Dinner and overnight stay at the hotel in Leh.
